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Setting up an information table on your campus or in your community can be a great way to raise awareness 
about the dangers of stalking. Tabling efforts are most effective with the use of eye-catching visuals, 
interactive elements, and giveaways. Use these tabling flyers and/or giveaway ideas to grab the attention of 
your campus or community in your efforts to raise awareness around stalking! January is National Stalking 
Awareness Month (NSAM), but awareness efforts are important year-round. We encourage you to raise 
awareness about stalking and reflect on how to better support victims and hold offenders accountable. Share 
your activity ideas with SPARC so we can spread the word!
